Motors and Generators

Generators transform motion energy into into electrical energy. Motors transform
electrical energy into motion energy.

Both are the same inside: wires spinning past magnets.

A generator can function as a motor, and vice versa. Test this by connecting two
hand crank generators and turning first one and then the other.
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
